Rules and Regulation
1. Chili is defined as any kind of meat or combination of meats cooked with red chili peppers, chili powder, various spices and other ingredients.

2. No ingredient may be pre-cooked in any way prior to the commencement of the official cook-off.  The only exceptions are canned or bottled tomatoes, tomato sauce, peppers, pepper sauce, broth and any grinded or mixed spices.  Meat may be treated, pre-cut or ground but not pre-cooked.   All other ingredients must be prepared on location.

3. The cook-off will start at 8 am and complete by 4 pm with judging to start immediately after 4 pm.

4. All materials and cookware is to be provided by cooking team and in case of rain a tent is highly recommended.  Each area for cooking will be a 12x12 area if larger area is needed please get with management ASAP.

5. Each contestant must cook a minimum of 2 quarts of competition chili prepared in one pot for judging purposes.

6. Contestant should also be prepared to cook at least 1 gallon of chili to be made available free of charge for public tasting with all required cups provided by team.

7. Each team will be provided a contestant number by the chairperson of the cook-off and given two 16 oz judging cups that will be numbered for confidentiality.  It is up to contestant to make sure number provided matches your cook-off number and is solely responsible to have chili in containers which should be filled up completely to cook-off judges by 4 pm.
8. Judging for cook-off will be as follows:

a. Up to 30 points for presentation

b. Up to 70 points for taste

c. All decisions of judges shall be final!
